Do not allow your dog 
to approach animals or 
people uninvited.

If in doubt use a lead - 
but release your dog if 
threatened by cattle. 

Don’t linger if 
wildlife is disturbed 
by your presence.

Leave gates as 
you find them. On farmland keep 

to unsown ground, 
field edges or paths.
